Some conclusions from the children after looking at the coloured grid.

· The prodigal son changed because he hit rock bottom (Black)

· The brother is cross all the time and can’t see outside his anger to change

· The mum worries a lot and loves him all the time like mums do

· The dad was very angry about the money but when he thought about his son in trouble (black) he changed a lot and the money didn’t matter any more

· The Father ends up being happy like the son was (yellow) but in a good loving way not a bad selfish way.

· The brother will have to give up being angry or he will never be happy. 

· If the brother wasn’t red anymore, the prodigal son wouldn’t be blue and everything would be all right

Comments from the children:
