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Some Thoughts and Voices

From children…..

‘When I walked down our street to do litter-picking I thought it would take about half an hour. But there’s load of rubbish you can’t even really see until you start looking. Don’t throw cigarette ends in the grass! They don’t go away. Don’t drop gum! Put your stuff in the bin.’

‘I was sad to learn about all the animals that are dying.’
‘ I dumped all the treats I bought that I don’t really need. It’s wasteful and I could do something else with the money’.

 ‘The teacher said imagine the electric turned off. Put the light on. You can’t. Put the kettle on. You can’t. Watch TV. You can’t. Play computer. You can’t. Everything in the freezer will go off. Heating won’t work. It’ll be cold and dark and boring. That could be the future’. 

‘I didn’t know what I could change. I wanted to walk to school but it’s too far and the roads are dangerous. So me and my friend are going to go in one car and I will walk to her house. That’s safer and it helps a bit’. 

From adults…

 ‘I’ve got a greenhouse, but I never use it. I’ve decided to try and grow more vegetables at home’.

‘Our church has done an energy audit and we’ve decided to do more about turning off lights and not wasting heat by leaving the door open’.

‘How do we know if all these dire warnings are correct anyway?’

‘Ecology should be the FIRST mark of mission!’

‘What was inspiring was thinking about these things in a group and getting everyone else’s ideas for little changes that could add up’. 
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Hopefully, looking through what you’ve written as you’ve explored the spaces in the house has allowed you to engage with the fifth mark of mission in a variety of ways. But the journey never ends and there is still more for you to see and do before you leave this topic of mission and ecology. Are there things missing from your notes?
